Stimulating Speakers   
 
Richard Bowser, Editor of Property Investor 
News, began the conference section of the 
evening. His talk was entitled:  Profit – Growth 
– Yield, Risks and Opportunities in The Age of 
Austerity. 
 
He directed his audience to review what their 
aims and goals were for the next 10 years 
and ended his talk by impressing that, 
“Quality matters, strive for excellence and 
provide a quality service to your customers.” 
Which was an appropriate and timely 
reminder at an awards ceremony to 
acknowledge professionalism and excellence 
 
John Taylor, CEO of Orchard & Shipman, 
spoke with authority on Building Stronger 
Bridges Between Local Authorities and the 
Private Rented Sector (PRS). John 
highlighted that the PRS is overtaking the 
social housing stock in volume and flagged up 
the effects of rising homelessness, the 
Localism Act and its discharge of duty to the 
PRS, “Therefore, due to major changes in the 
economy and supply of houses, policy points 
to the private sector not the local or central 
Government in housing people.” John stated. 
 
The talks ended with the key note speaker of 
the evening, James Brokenshire, MP for Old 
Bexley and Sidcup and Minister for Crime and 
Security at the Home Office. 
“I would like to join the other speakers in 
congratulating you on all your hard work, and 
hope that these awards will crown the many 
successes and achievements of the 
partnership and all its members.” 
 
The Minister highlighted the importance of the 
private rented sector in the provision of 
affordable and flexible housing and how 
landlords have an important role to play in 
tackling the problem of anti-social behaviour. 
Additionally he praised accreditation schemes 
saying, “They are an excellent means of 
improving the private rented sector for all.”

Write your nomination with passion – 
enthusiasm for how you manage your 
business shows. So, convey your drive and 
ambition and state how you make a 
difference in the Private Rented Sector 
 
Use the word count available – one line 
answers will never do your business justice. 
 
If you are self-nominating it is doubly 
important to provide evidence in support of 
your nomination. If you have positive 
feedback from your tenants or agents to 
support your application use it. Provide 
letters, emails and documents that help show 
how effectively you run your property 
portfolios and how appreciative your 
tenants/landlords are for you doing so. 
 
Detail how you get results and share best 
business practice, your application needs to 
have logical and knowledgeable impact. 
 
Presentation, presentation, presentation, 
ensure your application is clear, concise and 
correct.
